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Emergency Message for U.S. Citizens: Oslo (Norway), Demonstrations Scheduled
(January 20)
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The Oslo Police have informed the U.S. Embassy of a demonstration on Friday, January 20,
from 1400 to 1600, in the vicinity of Stortinget (Parliament) to express opposition to the
Norwegian military presence in Afghanistan.  Although the size of the demonstration is
unknown, there will be a large police presence and a possibility for counter-demonstrations.
 
As with any demonstration, we wish to remind American citizens that even demonstrations
intended to be peaceful can turn confrontational and possibly escalate into violence.  Please
exercise caution if you are within the vicinity of any demonstrations.
