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Emergency Message for U.S. Citizens: Curacao, Alert for Tropical Storm Isaac

Hurricanes

This message is being issued to alert U.S. citizens residing and traveling in the northeastern
Caribbean region that the National Hurricane Center (NHC) and the Meteorological Service on
Curacao have issued alerts for tropical storm Isaac that is currently located near the
northeastern Caribbean islands (LAT: 15.7 N, LON: 58.4 W). This includes the islands of Sint
Maarten, Saba, Sint Eustatius (“Statia”), and others in the region.

Heavy rainfall, flooding and mudslides will be threats in all of the northern Caribbean islands
regardless of the strength of the system. Isaac is expected to become a hurricane on
Thursday August 23.
The U.S. Consulate on Curacao will continue to monitor Tropical Storm Isaac’s track, and will
issue updated messages if needed. U.S. citizens are urged to locate shelter, monitor media
reports, and follow all official instructions. U.S. citizens should carry their travel documents at
all time (i.e. U.S. Passport, Birth Certificate, picture ID’s, etc.) or secure them in safe,
waterproof locations. We also suggest that U.S. citizens contact friends and family in the
United States with updates about their whereabouts.
