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The Embassy warns U.S. citizens to avoid the Airport West Area in Accra until further notice
due to the presence of a growing crowd demonstrating on Onyasia Crescent Rd over
concerns regarding election results reporting.  Ghanaian security forces are responding to the
situation.

The Embassy reminds U.S. citizens in Ghana to maintain a high level of vigilance and to take
appropriate steps to increase their security/safety awareness during this time.  U.S. citizens in
Ghana should avoid polling stations and areas where campaigns are taking place and
exercise caution within the vicinity of any political rallies.  We recommend that U.S. citizens in
Ghana monitor the local news and avoid all demonstrations, as even those intended to be
peaceful may suddenly turn violent.
