U.S. citizens should avoid the Grand Marché and the area around it.  Presently, there is an
ongoing dispute to the east of the Grand Marché between police and unknown gunmen.  Two
persons have been reported killed.  The shootings appear to be due to a local dispute and
U.S. citizens are not believed to be targeted.

It is important during enrollment
or updating of information to include your current phone number and current email address
where you can be reached in case of an emergency.
