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Heavy gunfire was reported south of Brazzaville. The U.S. Embassy in Brazzaville
recommends U.S. citizens shelter in place. The U.S. Embassy in Brazzaville expects to have
limited operations and reduced staffing on Monday, April 4.

Review your personal security plans, remain aware of your surroundings, including local
events, and monitor local news stations for updates. Be vigilant and take appropriate steps to
enhance your personal security.

The Embassy is limiting its operations and canceling routine Consular Services in light of the
ongoing threat. Emergency consular services for U.S. citizens continue to be available.
