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The U.S. Embassy in Bratislava informs U.S. citizens residing in Slovakia that a
demonstration has been scheduled in Hviezdoslavovo Namestie (Hviezdoslavovo Square) for
today (Thursday, June 2) from 3:30PM until 6:00PM.  The demonstration will reportedly be
Anti-NATO in focus with up to 300 participants.  Police will be present during this event to
maintain order.
We remind you that even demonstrations intended to be peaceful can turn confrontational and
escalate into violence.  You should avoid areas of demonstrations and exercise caution if in
the vicinity of any large gatherings, protests, or demonstrations.
 
Review your personal security plans, remain aware of your surroundings, including local
events, monitor local news stations for updates, and report specific incidences of targeted
violence to the U.S. Embassy in Bratislava at the number below.  Maintain a high level of
vigilance and take appropriate steps to enhance your personal security.
