The U.S. Consulate General in Johannesburg, South Africa informs U.S. citizens of a
demonstration taking place in Sandton, Johannesburg tomorrow, August 11, 2016.  The
demonstration is organized by the Communications Workers Union, and is scheduled to begin
at 10:00am at the Mushroom Farm Park.  At 11:00am, participants will march to the Joint
Stock Exchange on Gwen Lane via Daisy Street and Rivonia Road.  According to the permit
filed with the Johannesburg Metropolitan Police Department, 2,000 demonstrators are
expected to participate.
Even demonstrations intended to be peaceful can turn confrontational and escalate into
violence. You should avoid areas of demonstrations and exercise caution if in the vicinity of
large gatherings, protests, or demonstrations.
