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This Demonstration Notice informs U.S. citizens that opposition parties and
non-governmental organizations will organize a demonstration march on
Tuesday, October 11 at 1400. Demonstrators plan to gather in front of the
Special Prosecutor’s Office on Franklin Roosevelt Street. Protesters will walk
to the Ministry of Justice on Dimitrie Cupovski Street, through Partizanski
Odredi Blvd. Their final destination will be the Parliament building on 11
Oktomvri Street, where organizers will give their speeches. The number of
 participants is expected to be roughly 10,000.

Even demonstrations
intended to be peaceful can turn confrontational and escalate into violence. You
should avoid areas of demonstrations, and exercise caution if in the vicinity of
any large gatherings, protests, or demonstrations.
