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The U.S. Embassy has received reports of scattered protests and gunfire in Bangui, including
barricades on several streets. Taxis and taxi-motorcycles are not available in most parts of
the city. Additionally, a demonstration demanding the departure of MINUSCA from the
Central African Republic was called for today. MINUSCA has ordered its staff to stay at home
and has restricted movements. The Embassy advises American citizens to avoid
non-essential movements and any areas where crowds have gathered.

U.S. citizens who have decided to stay in the Central African Republic (CAR) despite

the Travel Warning should regularly review their personal security situation. Embassy Bangui
cannot provide consular services to U.S. citizens in CAR at this time. U.S. citizens in need of
assistance should contact the U.S. Embassy in Yaoundé, Cameroon.
